Supporting Career Development in Overseas Universities:

Project-Based Business Japanese Education in the Age of Al

WALKER Izumi

The rapid evolution of generative Al is forcing fundamental questions upon language education: “Why do
people learn languages?” and “What constitutes uniquely human capabilities?”” This paper reexamines the
significance of Japanese language education in the Al era from the perspective of supporting life career
development. Using project-based business Japanese education centered on the “Company Visit Project”—a
long-standing industry-academia collaboration at a university in Singapore—as a case study, the author explored
its potential for career development support. The results revealed how students acquire human skills such as
collaboration, leadership, and problem-solving, through a multifaceted curriculum, three-stage tasks, a
coordinator system, multidimensional assessment, and Al-supported self-directed learning. These are abilities
applicable across diverse workplaces, closely related to the concept of employability and the skills demanded in
the Al era. Through this analysis, the author proposes that Japanese language education should emphasize its role
as “education that fosters the ability to connect with others and society and to live together.”
